Most of the time the system is not in a state of collapse, and radical social movements are
not threatening to actually make capitalism unprofitable or make the State “redundant”.
Indeed, such crises arerare here in the First World. In this stable context, the State’s
interests are best served by not imposing hegemonic choices on radicals, by not being too
repressive. For the State to declare war on the left would reveal to much about the
system’ s true nature, and risk destabilizing the ruling class' own internal equilibrium.
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
